The National Center on Senior Transportation has stated that, “Certain changes related to the 

aging process may make the highly complex skill of driving a car increasingly difficult.  These 

include changes in vision, hearing, flexibility and strength.  However, these changes are not 

consistent from one individual to another, and they do not happen at the same age in each 

person.”   

 

The NCST (National Center on Senior Transportation) has recommended some steps to assure 

your ongoing safety as a driver.  These include: 

 

 Doing a self-assessment of your driving 

 Taking a driver-refresher course 

 Making adjustments in your automobile 

 Changing your driving habits 

 Getting an objective driving evaluation
