WAIVER FOR MAIN & GLEN ASSOCIATES, LLC, “MILL RACE VILLAGE” SITE 
PLAN #77(CSS)04, SPARTA TOWNSHIP:
Eric Snyder said the applicant requested that this waiver request be carried to the next meeting.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT 
Eric Snyder reported that on May 12 there was a very successful workshop on the Economic Study. Reports are being prepared. The meeting that was scheduled for tomorrow will not be held because there was some editing needed for the reports. 
The Complete Streets report is now complete. The original idea was that there would be a presentation made to the Freeholder Board on June 11. Based on conversations that John Eskilson has had with Rich Vohden, that is going to change. The contract runs out at the end of June. Mr. Snyder’s recommendation is that the presentation be carried to a special meeting on June 16. A Development Review Committee meeting is already scheduled for the morning, so it was suggested that we expand that to cover that and that we would notice it so that more than two Freeholders can show up to hear the presentation. This is only a presentation. There is still a lot of work to be done in the future with regard to any of the recommendations. It is appropriate that this work begin with the Planning Board. After a brief discussion, it was agreed to hold the meeting at 10:00 a.m.    

Mr. Snyder also said that he, Alice Brees and John Risko have been talking about some of the issues that have arisen over time regarding the processing of applications, in particular, getting the last pieces---deeds, as-builts, etc. We are looking to clean up the process some more. It will probably involve some changes to the templates that are currently being used for deeds to reduce the opportunity for applicant’s attorney changes. Mr. Snyder said there are deed templates online and currently they are submitted with changes made to them and John Risko then has to examine them. He said if the County asks for the deed as it is written in the template and then something else is submitted, the County would lthen be able to write back saying that if the conditions of approval are not adhered to within a set period of time, then the approval is null and void. He said this is what is done at the local level.

MUNICIPAL POPULATION TRENDS, 2000-2013:
Alice Brees provided the Board with a chart showing population trends for the County from 2000 to 2013. She said the estimates were done by the Census Bureau. Sussex County’s population has decreased from the year 2010. This is unusual, the population has always increased. 
Rich Vohden said at one time Sussex County’s population was as high as 151,500 in 2007. Ms. Brees said that foreclosures may have contributed to the decrease in population. Andy Borisuk feels a contributing factor is the high cost of commuting. Mr. Snyder agreed and said you can’t separate transportation and housing. There was some discussion on the trend of younger adults moving into areas where they don’t need a car.
