Introduction:  Members and visitors introduced themselves.

Presentation:  Eskil (Skip) Danielson, Emergency Management.  Skip presented the outbound 9-1-1 overview.  The Sussex County Working Group designated $130,000.00 of 2007 State Homeland Security Grant Program to implement a community notification system.  Approximately a half dozen companies demonstrate their systems to the Outbound 9-1-1- subcommittee.  A Request For Proposal (RFP) was developed and published in the fall of 2008 and again in early 2009 due to bid complications.  Two responsible bidders are being considered for recommendation of award of contract by early April.  The system will likely be VOIP (Voice Over Internet Protocol) based.  It will be based on the 9-1-1- database with self-uploading of personal contact information and emergency services data.  All PSAPs will be able to actuate and the area of notification can be mapped.  
Task Committee Reports: 
Membership – Looking for three new members.  Members will bring guests at future meetings.   
Nominations Committee:
Carolyn King was nominated to be chair and Peggy Heyderhoff nominated to be vice chair.  Wendy Douglas motioned for Carolyn King to be chair for 2009 and Peggy Heyderhoff to be vice chair again.  
Emily Sanchez seconded the motion.  All in Favor.  
PASP:  We have two new consumers.  One consumer suggested their own personal assistant to be hired by UCP.  The two SC providers are still in the process of posting new hires.
