• Full Closure: Bridge Q-06 carrying Main Street over 

the Wallkill River in Sparta Township 

When: 

• Beginning on Monday March 28, 2016  

• Bridge closed from 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. for a two-

three consecutive-day duration. 

• Schedule subject to change pending weather 

conditions or unforeseen circumstances. 

Traffic Impact: 

• Traffic along Main Street will be detoured through 

Sparta via Town Center Drive and County Route 517 

(the Sparta Bypass), see attached detour map.  

• Access to local businesses and the Sparta Township

Due to the advanced age (the structure is estimated to 

have been constructed prior to 1930) and condition, the 

County is in the preliminary scoping phase for the 

replacement of Bridge Q-06.  Geotechnical soil borings 

are being conducted to obtain information on the 

physical properties of the soil and rock at the site for the  

foundation design for the proposed replacement 

structure.  

It is expected that a design contract for the replacement 

project will be awarded prior to the end of 2016 with 

construction currently expected to occur within the next 

3-4 years, depending on available funding sources.
